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Abstract

This paper explores the application of the concept of English learning activities in the teaching of
English reading in junior high school. Firstly, through the connotation and characteristics of the
concept of English learning activities, the importance of English learning activities in reading teach-
ing is clarified. Secondly, this paper introduces how to apply the concept of English learning activi-
ties in junior high school English reading teaching from three aspects: learning comprehension, ap-
plication practice, and transfer and innovation activities. Finally, it is concluded that the implemen-
