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Abstract

The English Curriculum Standards for Compulsory Education (2022 Edition) states that students in
grades 7~9 should be able to express their attitudes, opinions, and emotions appropriately in
written language, focusing on the theme and using the language knowledge they have learned in
specific contexts. Writing plays an important role in middle school learning, and improving the
writing ability of middle school students also needs to be given equal attention. Harmer first pro-
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posed the ESA Teaching Model to further develop and improve the English classroom teaching
model. The three elements of this model, namely Engage, Study, and Activate, can truly serve to
create context. The three different combinations of elements are Straight Arrows sequence, Boo-
merang sequence, and Patchwork sequence. The three teaching forms are suitable for different
types of writing teaching, in order to stimulate students’ interest in writing and improve their
writing ability.
