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Abstract

English writing assessment is an extremely important part of English writing teaching, which plays
an irreplaceable role in both students’ learning and teachers’ teaching. However, the current Eng-
lish writing assessment still faces the dilemma of time consuming but little effect. The emergence
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of the new assessment form of Teacher-Student Collaborative Assessment (TSCA) provides a good
way to solve the above problems. This paper first briefly introduces the origin, implementation prin-
ciples and characteristics of TSCA, and then expounds the significance of applying TSCA from the
perspectives of teachers and students. Finally, by applying it to practical teaching cases, the paper
puts forward the current difficulties and countermeasures, in order to enrich the forms of English
writing assessment, improve the efficiency of assessment, and provide references for improving
English writing teaching.
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
