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Abstract

This article explores the application and effectiveness of PBL teaching mode in middle aged Chi-
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nese reading teaching in rural primary schools. It is necessary to introduce the PBL teaching mod-
el in response to the current problems in Chinese language teaching in rural primary schools. The
PBL teaching model emphasizes student-centered approach, which constructs knowledge and skills
by solving authenticity problems, helping to improve students’ learning enthusiasm and self-directed
learning ability. In the PBL teaching organization strategy, teachers need to identify challenging
and inspiring issues, guide students to solve problems through group cooperation, and conduct
resource surveys to support the problem-solving process. Through practical research, it has been
found that the PBL teaching model can effectively improve the current situation of Chinese read-
ing teaching in rural primary schools, enhance students’ reading ability and comprehensive qual-
ity. Therefore, the effective application of PBL teaching mode in middle aged Chinese reading teach-
ing in rural primary schools has important practical significance and promotion value.
