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Abstract

In the digital and information age, blended teaching, as a new teaching mode combining the advan-
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tages of online and offline teaching, has become a new direction of education and teaching reform.
The accounting courses of applied undergraduate colleges, such as “Intermediate Financial Ac-
counting”, are powerless in the face of constantly updated accounting standards and practical op-
erations. Online and offline mixed teaching reform can improve teaching efficiency, enhance stu-
dents’ ability to connect with practice, and provide students with more flexible learning methods.
This paper takes the intermediate financial accounting course as an example, analyzes the course’s
positioning in the training of finance and accounting talents, draws out the significance of blended
teaching reform, studies the current situation of blended teaching in China, and finds that there are
problems in the mixed teaching of intermediate financial accounting, such as the allocation of on-
line and offline class hours, how to effectively implement flipped classroom and how to scientifi-
cally evaluate the mixed teaching results. To solve these problems, the author puts forward some
measures, such as integrating teaching syllabus into blended teaching, using modern technology to
implement mixed teaching and constructing multi-dimensional evaluation system. Finally, the guar-
antee measures of blended teaching of this course are put forward. Therefore, this study is helpful
to improve the teaching effect of accounting class and promote students’ active learning; help to
train financial and accounting talents to meet the needs of society.
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
