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Abstract

A teaching unit is the basic unit bearing the thematic meaning. The unit-integrity instruction
based on the theme of the unit can go deep into the theme, integrate and optimize the unit’s dis-
course content, design various comprehensive, relevant and practical teaching activities, and help
teachers form the idea of integrity teaching. At present, senior high school English instruction is
mainly based on conventional listening, speaking, reading and writing courses, which makes
teaching fragmented, and lacks cohesion and relevance between teaching contents and teaching
activities, which is not conducive to cultivating students’ core competence of English discipline.
The Unit-Integrity Instruction in senior high school can solve the problem of fragmentation in
current routine teaching. This paper, taking the Selective Compulsory Course for High School Eng-
lish, Volume 4, Unit 3 “Sea Exploration” (People’s Education Press) for a case, explores how to de-
sign Unit-Integrity Instruction based on thematic meanings, and provides some practical ideas for
Unit-Integrity Instruction.
