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Abstract

In real teaching, students are often silent in the classroom. This phenomenon deserves to be ex-
plored by teachers for its causes and solutions. Based on phenomenology, this paper describes a
teacher’s open class, analyzes the phenomenon of students’ silence in the classroom based on the
video, and proposes a solution strategy. It aims to reshape teachers’ understanding of classroom
silence, reflect on their own classroom behavior, and improve the quality of teaching.
