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Abstract

The theory of Embodied Cognition emphasizes the interaction of body, cognition and environment,
and it is also an important theoretical basis for the new English curriculum concept in junior high
school, which has great inspiration and promotion for the development of English teaching. Em-
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bodied cognition is helpful in connecting boring language learning with the real daily life of stu-
dents, and giving the abstract language signs concrete realistic meaning. In order to verify the role
of the theory of embodied cognition in vocabulary teaching, this study combines it with junior
middle school English vocabulary teaching, draws on relevant theoretical experience at home and
abroad, and proposes junior middle school English vocabulary teaching strategies based on em-
bodied cognition theory.
