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Abstract

The corpus is an important tool for language research and learning. For private universities, utiliz-
ing this tool to cultivate application-oriented English talents is a key trend and focus on the devel-
opment of language programs. Addressing the common issue of insufficient teaching resources for
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developing English language application skills among English major students in private universities,
this study constructs a self-built corpus of English teaching materials. By applying quantitative anal-
ysis methods to English news texts, this study efficiently extracts English teaching resources, thereby
broadening the paths for developing reading skills in English majors at private universities. This
research offers valuable insights for future English teaching practices in private universities.
