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Abstract

Objective: To explore the implementation status of ideological and political education teaching
evaluation in the health assessment course from the perspective of professional ability-oriented
curriculum ideological and political education. Methods: A questionnaire survey was conducted
among 97 undergraduate nursing students who met the criteria. Results: The health assessment
course ideological and political education oriented toward professional ability cultivation was rec-
ognized by students, and positive changes were observed in three aspects: moral quality, under-
standing of knowledge, and learning motivation. However, the teaching evaluation of ideological
and political education in the health assessment course needs to be continuously improved. Conclu-
sion: The ideological and political education teaching evaluation of the health assessment course
oriented towards professional ability cultivation is conducive to the elevation of students’ ideolog-
ical and emotional levels and the development of their professional abilities. It provides a teaching
model that can be promoted to other courses in terms of ideological and political education teaching
evaluation of the health assessment course, and has certain practical significance.
