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Abstract

This paper presents an empirical study of junior high school English reading based on outcome-
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oriented education (OBE) and the BOPPPS teaching mode. The OBE theory based on “output of com-
petence” coincides with the major components of the BOPPPS teaching mode, with the former fo-
cusing on the setting of educational goals and the latter providing an actionable path for classroom
implementation. In the specific teaching process, the author applies these six progressive teaching
modes: bridge-in stage, learning objective stage, pre-assessment stage, participatory-learning stage,
post-assessment stage and summary stage to reading teaching. The results of the empirical study
show that this teaching mode can not only improve students’ classroom participation, students’ in-
itiative and students’ reading comprehension.
