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Abstract

In response to the current situation where high school English homework is mechanical and monot-
onous, lacking cultural depth, this study aims to enhance students’ language proficiency and cul-
tural identity. Based on curriculum standards and an analysis of students’ learning conditions, it
integrates the regional culture of the Dabie Mountains into homework design, creating basic, practical,
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and innovative tasks such as planning tourist routes, conducting folk custom research, and explor-
ing revolutionary history through real-life scenarios.
