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Abstract

With the rapid development of domestic Al big-data models, the full-scale coverage of the education
field by AIGC is the future development trend. As the key to cultivating people with virtue, ideolog-
ical and political education has inevitably integrated with digital technology. In ideological and po-
litical education, how to conduct moral education evaluation and how to balance humanistic values
in the evaluation system pose new challenges to the relationship between the subject and object of
ideological and political education. To effectively address the challenges of technological ethics, it
is urgent to construct an educational ethics system and a moral education evaluation system, rea-
sonably balance the quantitative and qualitative indicators of moral education, build a new ecosys-
tem of moral education evaluation with the collaboration of multiple subjects, emphasize emotional
communication, cultivate sound personalities, and enhance humanistic qualities.
