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Abstract

To promote the reform and innovation of ideological and political courses, it is necessary to adhere
to the unity of value and knowledge, and organically integrate value guidance into knowledge trans-
mission. However, there is an imbalance between knowledge transmission and value guidance in
current high school ideological and political teaching practice, and the two are difficult to effectively
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coordinate in terms of teaching content and methods. This study takes this issue as the starting point
to explore the strategies for achieving the organic combination of knowledge imparting and value
guidance in high school political classrooms, including targeting values and enhancing the infec-
tiousness of ideological and political courses; using knowledge as a carrier to enhance the persua-
siveness of ideological and political courses; combining theory with practice, promoting the inte-
gration of knowledge and action among high school students, and ultimately implementing the fun-
damental goal of cultivating morality and talent.
