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Abstract

In recent years, the practice of improving English teaching effectiveness through integrated read-
ing and writing activities has attracted widespread attention and importance from the academic
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community. However, there are still many problems in actual teaching, such as an overemphasis on
input and neglect of output, a lack of close connection between reading and writing, and unbalanced
development of students’ reading and writing abilities. This paper, based on the perspective of read-
ing-writing connection, explores how to effectively carry out integrated reading and writing instruc-
tion for English argumentative writing in high school from four aspects: “carefully analyzing reading
texts to identify connection points for reading and writing; designing diversified activities to estab-
lish connection points for argumentative writing; differentiating writing tasks according to students’
learning situations to transfer connection points; and developing evaluation checklists to reflect on
the effectiveness of reading-writing connections”. The aim is to enhance students’ ability to write Eng-
lish argumentative essays and improve their thinking qualities.
