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Abstract

Hanfu, as the core carrier of traditional Chinese clothing culture, carries the historical memory, aes-
thetic interests, and philosophical thoughts of the Chinese nation. In the context of ideological and
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political education in university courses, the deep integration of Hanfu design and production courses
with ideological and political education is not only an inevitable requirement for inheriting excel-
lent traditional Chinese culture, but also an innovative practice to implement the fundamental task
of “cultivating virtue and nurturing talents”. The article analyzes the cultural connotations, crafts-
manship spirit, and contemporary values carried by Hanfu, and organically combines ideological
