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Abstract

This article addresses the issues of insufficient effectiveness in ideological and political education
in innovation and entrepreneurship courses for college students, which are caused by the “lack” of
ideological and political elements, the “rigid” integration of ideological and political content, and
the “absence” of ideological and political evaluation. Adhering to the “student-centered” teaching
philosophy, this article comprehensively explores and condenses the rich ideological and politi-
cal elements behind students’ self-selected innovation and entrepreneurship projects. In the guid-
ance of innovation and entrepreneurship projects, a permeable teaching method is adopted to
thoroughly implement implicit education and self-education. In the evaluation of ideological and
political education in innovation and entrepreneurship courses, a comprehensive evaluation scheme
combining quantitative evaluation and qualitative evaluation is established. A student learning ef-
fect evaluation strategy consisting of diagnostic assessment, formative assessment, and summative
assessment is adopted. A diversified, process-oriented, and interactive evaluation system for the
effectiveness of ideological and political education in innovation and entrepreneurship courses is
established.
