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Abstract

To render the core-competence agenda in secondary EFL classrooms, the “Senior High English Curric-
ulum Standards (2017 Edition)” foregrounds the Activity-Based View of English Learning (ABVEL). Yet
classroom uptake foregrounds “activities” while under-realizing “disciplinary nurture” and “thinking
quality”, often trading depth for mere vibrancy. Adopting design-based research, this study translates
ABVEL into a transferable, three-dimensional paradigm for the Listening and Speaking lesson (Period
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1, Unit 5 “Language Around the World”, NSEFC Book 1). The resulting prototype offers an immediately
usable template for the new textbook and an empirically grounded route to “competence-in-action”.
