Abstract

Under the framework of core competency education, there is an urgent need for innovation in junior
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high school English vocabulary instruction. This paper explores the application of contextual teach-
ing methods in vocabulary education, analyzes the connotations and connections between core com-
petencies and contextual pedagogy.

This approach
combines vocabulary learning with comprehensive competency development, shifting vocabulary
instruction from “memorizing words” to “using language,” aligning more closely with the essential
objectives of junior high school English education. It provides a new idea for the English vocabulary
teaching in junior middle school and has practical guiding significance for promoting the implemen-
tation of core literacy.
