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Abstract
With the “Senior High School English Curriculum Standards (2017 Edition, 2020 Revision)” establishing
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“cultural awareness” as a key component of the core competencies in English as a subject, system-
atically fostering students’ intercultural awareness in senior high school English teaching has be-
come an imperative task. Grounded in the concept of core competencies, this study aims to explore
the significance and effective approaches of intercultural awareness cultivation in current senior
high school English teaching. It first clarifies the connotations of core competencies and intercultural
awareness as well as their inherent connections, highlighting the vital role of intercultural awareness
cultivation in enhancing students’ comprehensive language application abilities, broadening their
international perspectives, and promoting their all-round personal development. On this basis, a
series of cultivation strategies based on core competencies are proposed.
