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Abstract

The coordinated education of public elective courses and ideological and political courses in uni-
versities is an important measure to implement the fundamental task of cultivating morality and
talents in universities. Through investigation and research on the current situation of collaborative
education between public elective courses and ideological and political courses at University of Sci-
ence and Technology Liaoning, there are still three problems in the practical exploration of “curric-
ulum ideological and political education” in public elective courses: The obvious color of “curricu-
lum ideological and political education for the sake of curriculum ideological and political educa-
tion”, the lack of effective communication and cooperation between public elective courses and ide-
ological and political education teachers, and the insufficient utilization of educational synergy.
Therefore, this article proposes countermeasures and suggestions for further promoting the collab-
orative education of public elective courses and ideological and political courses from four aspects:
enhancing teachers’ teaching ability, innovating teaching methods, promoting the linkage and co-
ordination among various departments of the school, and establishing a sound incentive and re-
straint mechanism.
