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Abstract

The 20th National Congress of the Communist Party of China has outlined a new blueprint for
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ideological and political work in the new era, under which the ideological and political education
system in universities is undergoing a profound paradigm shift. The establishment of the “Three-
Whole Education” approach and the implementation of comprehensive reform pilot programs have
posed new requirements and challenges for university governance capacity. Party building work
conducted by secondary-level party organizations in universities constitutes an important pathway
for fulfilling the fundamental task of fostering virtue through education. Taking a provincial-level
benchmark party-building college as a case study, this research explores the effective integration
of party building work at the secondary level with ideological and political education. Based on ex-

isting practices, it summarizes the college’s “1 + 3 + X” education model, distills experiences that
are replicable and scalable, and further constructs an integrated, high-quality education system at
the micro level, thereby enhancing the effectiveness and relevance of ideological and political work
at the college level in universities.
