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Abstract

This study proposes a digital intelligence-empowered writing course model of ideological and po-
litical education. Leveraging digital-intelligence technologies such as knowledge graphs and gener-
ative Al, the course achieves a high degree of integration of value shaping, knowledge impartation,
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and capacity building through the construction of a trinity teaching model encompassing pre-class
preview, in-class critical thinking, and post-class practice. The study further elaborates on the spe-
cificimplementation process of this model by using an English writing session for first-year under-
graduate English majors as an example, offering insights for constructing new models of ideological
and political education in foreign language teaching in the digital-intelligence era.
