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Abstract

In order to understand the research hotspots and development trends of the research on curricu-
lum ideology and politics in China from 2014 to 2025, this paper takes 1141 documents included in
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CSSCI in CNKI database as samples, and performs a bibliometric and visual analysis using CiteSpace
visualization software. The study found that the research power is relatively decentralized, and
some cooperative relationships have appeared between the authors of the articles and the institu-
tions, but the cooperative relationship is not close enough; the research hotspots are concentrated
in the connotation of curriculum politics, the value and function of curriculum politics, and the re-
form of teaching and learning. Research suggestions: focus on building academic community, broad-
ening research perspective, enriching research methodology and strengthening practical research,
in order to boost the scientific and systematic development of China's curriculum civic politics con-
struction.
