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Abstract

Conventional senior high school English reading instruction in China is frequently characterized by
fragmented content, superficial instructional design, and teacher-centred knowledge transmission.
Such practices confine students to surface-level processing and foster equally superficial thinking.
The theoretical framework of deep learning offers a viable remedy for these shortcomings. This pa-
per analyses an award-winning lesson-plan presentation to explore how deep-learning principles
can be operationalized in the senior high school reading classroom. The lesson is based on the text
“Masters of Time” in the “Developing ideas” section of Unit 2 “A life’s work”, Selective Compulsory
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
