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Abstract

In view of the long-standing problems in junior high school English teaching, such as the separation
between reading input and writing output, students’ superficial cognitive patterns, and over-reli-
ance on writing templates, this paper elaborates in detail on the specific implementation methods
of applying the 5E teaching model to effectively break through literacy obstacles. Based on the rel-
evant unit lessons from the People’s Education Press version of English for junior high schools, the
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study analyzes how teachers use key questions as implicit guidance to drive learners to conduct in-
depth examination of the logical structure of discourse and re-establish linguistic knowledge
through the five progressive steps of engagement, exploration, explanation, elaboration, and eval-
uation. This integrated teaching system not only promotes the natural transfer of knowledge from
real contexts to expression in new situations, but also substantially improves students’ comprehen-
sive language application ability and higher-order cognitive level.
