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Abstract

The “Compulsory Education Chinese Language Curriculum Standards (2022 Edition)” regard Language
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Application Literacy as the foundation and core of Chinese language literacy. Character portrayal is
a central task in junior high school narrative writing and a crucial vehicle for cultivating students’
Language Application Literacy. At present, junior high school narrative writing instruction commonly
faces the issue of students depicting characters in a flat and stereotypical manner, with language ex-
pression often being vague and formulaic, indicating a gap between character portrayal teaching
and the development of Language Application Literacy. Drawing on teaching practice, this paper pro-
poses a three-dimensional teaching strategy oriented towards Language Application Literacy: opti-
mising the logical organisation of language by focusing on narrative perspectives, refining the adapt-
ability of standardised language in character dialogues, accentuating character traits to enhance the
precision of language expression, and establishing a supporting closed loop for proficiency devel-
opment. This study provides a practical teaching model for front-line junior high school Chinese
teachers, and is a beneficial exploration of narrative writing teaching under the guidance of core
literacy.
