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Abstract

In the dual context of the difficulties faced by the inheritance of intangible cultural heritage in Shan-
wei and the lack of cultural connotation in children’s sports games, exploring the integration of the
living inheritance of Shanwei intangible cultural heritage and early childhood education holds
significant value. This study systematically analyzes four intangible cultural heritage resources: Qi-
lin Dance, Fisherman’s Song, Coin Drum Dance, and Yingge Dance, extracts their core movement
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elements, and applies gamification design to construct an integrated curriculum model of “situation
analysis-goal setting-content design-course implementation-effect evaluation”. This model aims to
transform the cultural symbols and movement rhythms of Shanwei’s intangible cultural heritage
into operable and perceptible physical games for young children. Practice has proven that this in-
tegrated model not only enriches the cultural connotation of preschool education and effectively
promotes the comprehensive development of young children in cognitive, motor, and emotional as-
pects, but also opens up new avenues for the living inheritance of Shanwei’s intangible cultural her-
itage.
