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Abstract

Based on the view of “Activity-based Approach to English Learning”, this paper explores effective
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design strategies for junior high school English reading teaching. Taking “A Cooking Accident” from
Unit 2 Reading, new PEP Grade 8 English textbook as a case studyj, it first expounds the core ideas of
the view, which helps solve problems including superficial understanding, separated activities and
stereotyped teaching modes. An analysis of the current teaching situation shows low student par-
ticipation, rigid teaching procedures and inadequate situational design. Therefore, this paper con-
structs a teaching framework focusing on in-depth discourse analysis and specific teaching objec-
tives. Teaching activities are systematically designed at three levels: learning and understanding,
applying and practicing, and transferring and creating, so as to improve teaching efficiency and de-
velop students’ core competencies.
