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Abstract

In the context of the continuous innovation of English education, junior high school English teaching
is faced with the challenge of improving effectiveness. At present, there are some common problems
in junior high school English grammar teaching, such as mechanical drilling and disconnection from
context. This makes it difficult for students to flexibly apply grammatical rules in real communica-
tion. Taking Unit 6 Rain or Shine of Grade 7 Volume 2 (New People’s Edition) as an example, this
study focuses on “the distinction and application of the present continuous tense and the simple
present tense”, integrates the core theories of Task-Based Language Teaching (TBLT) and Content
and Language Integrated Learning (CLIL) and explores the path of grammar teaching based on the-
matic context. By creating a thematic situation of “weather and activities”, the study designs graded,
differentiated role-plays, task chains and life-oriented projects to guide students to understand the
functional differences between tenses and gradually achieve creative expression. Combined with
relevant empirical studies at home and abroad, this study verifies the promoting effect of thematic
context on grammar internalization, provides teachers with teaching strategies that balance rule
mastery and practical application, and adapts to different learning situations and teaching condi-
tions, helps students break through the dilemma of “disconnection between learning and applica-
tion”, and promotes the transformation of grammar teaching from “knowledge inculcation” to “abil-
ity generation”.
