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Abstract

As a classic literary masterpiece, “Hongmen Banquet” often presents three teaching challenges: com-
plex narrative structure that is difficult to organize, cultural nuances of seating arrangements that
are hard to perceive, and multifaceted character personalities that are challenging to grasp. Relying
solely on textual media in teaching fails to fully convey the work’s rich content. Cross-media reading,
which centers on the text while integrating various media formats for expansion, helps overcome
these difficulties. Using the printed textbook version of “Hongmen Banquet” as a foundation, audio-
visual media such as TV adaptations can be employed to analyze plotlines, while Peking Opera inter-
pretations can be utilized to interpret character traits. Incorporating embodied media to design role-
playing activities for exploring seating culture enables deeper textual interpretation and ideological
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understanding, thereby fulfilling the cross-media reading requirements outlined in the New Curric-
ulum Standards.
