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Abstract
Since the implementation of the new curriculum standard, many teachers have paid attention to the
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analysis and processing of discourse in the curriculum content, and have begun to focus on the cul-
tivation of students’ thinking ability through discourse understanding. However, in the actual pro-
cess of English reading teaching, teachers inevitably focus on the processing of vocabulary and gram-
mar and the understanding of surface information, neglecting to guide students to deeply explore
the thematic meaning of discourse, which is not conducive to the development of students’ reading
ability. According to the survey of junior high school English teaching practice, about 75% of reading
classes still focus on language points instead of discourse analysis, leading to students’ superficial
comprehension and lack of critical thinking. Therefore, this article attempts to take the English Peo-
ple’s Education Press reading text as an example, based on discourse analysis, to conduct a compre-
hensive analysis of the text from the three aspects of what, why, and how, in order to further analyze
the connotation and logic of narrative reading texts, providing strong support and guidance for teach-
ers and students to effectively learn English reading in the future.
