As a mysterious artifact, the mask has the meaning of “playing ghosts”, “wearing masks during ex-
ecution” and “performance, entertainment” in the ancient Chinese characters. It can be seen that
the status of the mask has experienced three stages: the medium of communication with the
ghosts and gods in the sacrifices, the symbol of the majestic power in the penalty, and the props in
the entertainment performance. This is closely related to people's cognitive ability and cultural
development.
