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Abstract

The Communist Manifesto elaborates for the first time the ideas of the social revolution of the pro-
letariat and the self-revolution of the Marxist party as well as the dialectical relationship between
them.

proletariat from four aspects: the class struggle and the basic contradictions of society in bour-
geois society, the main body of the proletariat to carry out the social revolution and the choice of
the road; it mainly elaborates the ideas of the self-revolution of the Marxist party from the charac-
teristics of the Marxist party such as struggle, advancement and purity, and people’s nature. Clari-
fying the relationship between the social revolution of the proletariat and the self-revolution of the
Marxist party provides an important theory and countermeasures for the Marxist party to better
lead the proletariat in social revolution. At the same time, the exposition of the two great revolu-
tionary ideas in the Communist Manifesto has also brought valuable historical experience and
practical inspiration to the development of China in the new era.
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
