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Abstract

The Book of Songs is the first collection of Chinese poetry in which love poems not only record the
state of love and marriage and domestic life in the pre-Qin period, but also vividly reflect the fe-
male view of love at that time. Although the women’s marriage view in the Book of Odes is influ-
enced by the social customs at that time and has the inevitable limitations of the Times, but the
women in this period under the ancient tradition are still different from the later women bound
by feudal ethics, with a closer modern women'’s marriage view on love freedom and equality be-
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tween the two sides. In the Book of Odes, the women’s views on marriage and love are expressed
as the passionate pursuit of love, the demand for the fidelity of the spouse and the rational choice
in the face of marriage change, which are still of vital edifying and contemporary value to posterity.
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
