A Study on the Educational Values of
Metaphysics in the Wei and Jin Dynasties

Abstract

During the Wei and Jin dynasties, under the specific social and historical background of the pre-
valence of metaphysics and the declining status of Confucianism as the “sole leader”, there emerged
an educational trend of using Laozi and Zhuangzi ideas to explain Confucian classics and empha-
sizing the exploration of righteousness and principles. While inheriting traditional Confucian edu-
cational values, metaphysicians also conducted in-depth discussions and critiques of the Confu-
cian classics at that time. Although different historical periods expressed different propositions,
the educational values that served as the ideological foundation were almost the same, namely the
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theory of natural human nature. It was the critical values that played such an important role and
created a new trend of metaphysical education with distinct characteristics of the times, thus
completing the overall framework of its theoretical system. This kind of educational “new voice”
had a great impact on the cultural and educational ideas of the Wei and Jin dynasties, and also wi-
dened the path for the development of educational ideas in later generations.
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
