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Abstract

This article starts with the origin and usage characteristics of “Kong Yiji Literature”, and analyzes it
from a linguistic perspective with examples from the internet, exploring the interactive relation-
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ship between popular internet language and internet culture. Research has found that “Kong Yiji
Literature” has departed from its original novel background and, in the process of integrating with
contemporary social context, has become a network genre with more freedom, flexibility, and rich
forms of expression through simple imitation and creative transformation. At the same time, this
