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Abstract

In order to deeply explore the rich connotations of the rain imagery in Wang Yangming’s philosophy
of mind and investigate its unique value in his ideological system, this paper, through literature
research and textual interpretation, takes the rain imagery as the entry point to understand and
analyze the philosophical thoughts and emotional implications it contains. The results show that
Wang Yangming, starting from the image world constructed by the concept of “there is nothing out-
side the mind”, began to interpret the process of “humanizing objects” in his philosophy of mind
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through the rain imagery; then, in the interaction between the rain imagery and philosophy of mind,
the meanings of rain’s tempering, purifying and nourishing were unfolded; finally, the rain imagery
and human beings became one, with compassion and mutual response, and ultimately reached the
realm of oneness with all things. From this perspective, the rain imagery transformed from a natu-
ral phenomenon into the rain of philosophy of mind connotations, allowing us to glimpse the mind
studies thinking behind the imagery and better understand the essence of Wang Yangming’s philos-
ophy of mind. This not only enriches the expression form and ideological connotation of Wang Yang-
ming’s philosophy of mind, but also provides some references for exploring the relationship be-
tween imagery and philosophical thought in Chinese culture.
