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Abstract

This study analyzes three main challenges in “discuss both views and give your own opinions” es-
says in IELTS Writing Task based on representative writing samples from Chinese high school stu-
dents: first, insufficient supporting evidence coupled with basic linguistic errors (for example,
blemished arguments about art students taking computer courses), second, polarized conclusions
(for example, completely dismissing the value of specialization), and third, lack of critical thinking
(failure to adopt an intermediate position). Corresponding solutions are followed: multi-topic cor-
pus accumulation, extensive exposure to foreign materials to strengthen language foundations,
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“categorical analysis” for constructing dialectical arguments, and employing the “claim-counter-
claim-reflection” framework to cultivate critical thinking. Findings show that IELTS writing score
improvement hinges upon linguistic accuracy, argumentative adequacy, and profound opinions.
