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Abstract

Social work originated in Western countries, and its theories and practical methods are largely de-
rived from Western contexts. Due to differences in national conditions, its adaptability to Chinese
society still has room for improvement. As a crystallization of five thousand years of civilization,
excellent traditional Chinese culture represents the root and soul of the Chinese nation, shaping
people’s ways of thinking and behavioral logic. Traditional culture contains many ideological con-
cepts that are consistent with the values of social work. Exploring these concepts in depth and draw-
ing on them appropriately is of certain value for promoting the localization of social work in China.
To develop social work with Chinese characteristics, should be rooted in the fertile soil of tradi-
tional Chinese culture, gain insights into national conditions and people’s needs based on reality,
and achieve a complementary integration of Chinese and Western strengths.
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
