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Abstract

Compared to the overwhelming popularity of large national museums today, many small and medium-
sized grassroots museums in China appear particularly deserted. Museum exhibition work is divided
into relatively stable permanent exhibitions and flexible temporary exhibitions. This article summa-
rizes the exhibition characteristics of grassroots museums and analyzes the reasons why their perma-
nent exhibitions struggle to attract visitors. It also examines the current trends in temporary exhibi-
tions at museums, finding that the evolving trends in temporary exhibitions align well with the exhibi-
tion features of grassroots museums. Suggestions are proposed for the curatorial concepts of temporary
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exhibitions in contemporary grassroots museums.
