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Abstract

“Literary Reading and Creative Expression” is one of the three developmental learning task groups,
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which plays a significant role in enhancing students’ aesthetic taste, obtaining personalized aesthetic
experiences, and attempting to create literary works. This article, based on Wei Wei’s teaching ex-
ample of “Who Are the Most Adorable People”, explores the teaching path of the “Literary Reading
and Creative Expression” learning task group in junior high school Chinese from aspects such as
goal setting, task design, resource integration, life expansion and evaluation feedback, aiming to
guide students to deeply understand the emotions of the text, stimulate their desire to express, and
improve their comprehensive Chinese literacy.
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
