excellent traditional Chinese culture is facing unprecedented challenges and opportunities. Taking
the national intangible cultural heritage—“Ten-Mile Red Dowry” marriage custom in eastern Zhejiang
as the research object, this study takes the cultural memory theory as the core analytical tool and
systematically sorts out its cultural connotation, diverse values and current communication status,
and reveals the practical dilemmas it confronts in contemporary society, including audience discon-
nection, shortage of talents, rigid content, scattered communication channels and insufficient policy
support. On this basis, a systematic revitalization strategy supported by digital technology and ori-
ented by multimodal communication is proposed, covering the penetration into young groups, the
cultivation of interdisciplinary talents, the in-depth translation of cultural connotation, the integra-
tion of online and offline channels, and the construction of a policy guarantee mechanism. The re-
search can provide certain references and insights for the living inheritance of the “Ten-Mile Red
Dowry” marriage custom, and also offer feasible ideas for the digital communication and innovative
revitalization of similar intangible cultural heritages.
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
