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Abstract

This paper takes the internet catchphrase “XX laman” (e.g., “spiciness of hot pot laman”) as an
example to examine its diachronic evolution from ancient Chinese to modern Chinese and from
everyday language to internet slang. It analyzes the semantic bleaching, syntactic expansion, and
pragmatic shifts during its grammaticalization process, highlighting the core roles of metaphor
and subjectification. By integrating synchronic linguistic data, the study reveals the patterns and
motivations behind the development of “laman” from a concrete verb-complement phrase into a
subjective superlative marker. The findings show that “laman” has undergone three stages: phys-
ical action meaning - virtual numerical meaning — subjective superlative meaning. Its grammat-
icalization is accompanied by the weakening of verbal features and increasing constructionaliza-
tion, ultimately becoming a highly productive subjective superlative expression in modern Chi-
nese, reflecting the dual characteristics of lexical grammaticalization and internet language evo-
lution. The paper also explores the semantic evolution and pragmatic functions of extreme quan-
tity categories (e.g., “man,” “bao”) in the process of subjectification. By analyzing the shift of
“laman” from physical spatial quantity to subjective evaluation, it reveals how this internet catch-
phrase develops into a subjective superlative construction through metaphorical extension and
semantic bleaching.
