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Abstract

Teahouse is a place full of vitality, with different regional characteristics in China. Especially in the
eastern Sichuan region, teahouses play a crucial role in daily life, imbued with strong regional cul-
ture, and are a vital public activity space. It is also an effective window for promoting traditional
ethnic culture. Most contemporary teahouse space designs are similar in style, and the disappear-
ance of regional characteristics has gradually diminished their cultural influence. Therefore, this
article selects Cigikou Ancient Town in Chongqing, a major town in southwestern China with typi-
cal Ba culture characteristics, as the research area. This article uses literature analysis and field
research methods to examine the relationship between the expression and cultural connotation of
tea houses from four perspectives: architectural form, spatial layout, home furnishings, and inte-
rior color. This article aims to explore the revitalization path of contemporary Ba culture and pro-
vide new ideas for teahouse space design.
