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Abstract

Under the comprehensive promotion of rural revitalization strategy, the rise of catalyst theory is
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in line with the core goals of rural revitalization strategy. In this context, this article starts from
the connotation and function of catalyst theory, taking Yangliu Village in Jiangning District, Nanj-
ing as a case study, to explore the mechanism and process of traditional village vitality regenera-
tion. By analyzing the development process and current situation of Yangliu Village, a series of op-
timization design strategies for traditional village space have been proposed. These strategies aim
to balance the needs of traditional cultural protection and modern development, in order to pro-
mote the activation and renewal of traditional Chinese villages, and provide reference and refer-
ence for the activation and renewal design work of other similar villages.
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
