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Abstract

This article conducts an in-depth analysis of women’s visual perception and aesthetic require-
ments for sofa color, focusing on the manifestation of gender differences in visual perception, the
emotions and associations of women'’s aesthetic perception towards different colors, and the rela-
tionship between sofa color and women’s actual needs. Combining various factors such as neuro-
physiological differences, socio-cultural factors, and individual differences, this article compre-
hensively elaborates on the unique needs of women for sofa color in home environments. At the
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same time, it was discussed that sofa color design should be based on women’s psychological cha-
racteristics and living scenes to meet their aesthetic and practical usage needs.
