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Abstract

As an important component of urban green space, urban community park carries the expectation
of residents for leisure and entertainment, and the participation and needs of children have grad-
ually become the key consideration in park design. Guided by the child-friendliness theory, this
study focuses on the design of children’s entertainment park in Yanshan Community Park, aiming
