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Abstract

As China’s urban construction changes from incremental construction to stock improvement, urban
renewal also develops in the direction of diversification, refinement and intensification. As an im-
portant part of urban renewal, urban interface renewal can effectively reflect the image and spirit
of the city. The community is an important node of the city, and the street facade is an important
branch of the urban interface. The advantages and disadvantages of the two can directly reflect the
degree of urban renewal. This paper takes the building facades of commercial streets in Nanhu com-
munity in Nanjing as an example. Based on the perspective of urban organic renewal and the urban
context and regional characteristics of Nanjing, it designs the building facades of commercial streets
from five aspects: materials and structure, color and scale, outdoor advertising construction, green
and energy saving, so as to improve the building facades of community streets, expand the scope of
urban interface renewal and support high-quality urban development.
