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Abstract

With the rapid increase in the number of newborns under the multiple-child policy, the potential
demand for children’s furniture has begun to come to the fore, and how to better plan and arrange
different categories of furniture to meet the living needs of multiple-child families is an urgent issue
at this stage. In this paper, through the existing literature and questionnaire user research method
to sort out the children’s room furniture design needs of different family structures, analyze the
functional and interactive needs of multi-family for children’s furniture as well as the sustainability
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needs for children of different ages, and give the design strategy in combination with the design of
different spatial layouts. Finally, the paper takes the actual work as a case study to design children’s
room furniture that combines practicality, comfort and space utilization with safety, multifunction-
ality and parent-child interaction to ensure children’s health and spatial sustainability. It aims to
provide reference for modern children’s room furniture design, help meet the diversified needs of
multi-birth families for children’s furniture, and promote the healthy development of children’s fur-
niture market.
